Adult educators must document reasons for administering TABE post-assessments prior to the 50 hour instructional period as approved by the Office of Vocational and Adult Education. All TABE post-assessments occurring after completion of an instructional period of no less than 30 hours but with a goal of reaching at least 50 instructional hours will require documentation.  The only reason to post-test prior to OVAE’s recommended timeframe is the instructor’s professional judgment that the student is making gains at an accelerated ate. 
The instructor’s reason for post-testing must be entered into AERIN.  A hard copy of this form or an AERIN print-out must be filed in the student folder.
