Use of Batteries


GEDTS is now checking the number of times each battery is used and the number of times each form is used through a report from scoring centers.  GEDTS provided a printout of test centers whose usage exceeded 15 times per battery in 2004 at the 2005 national conference.  GEDTS will be checking this more closely in 2005.

GED Regulation


The amended GED eligibility regulation goes into effect August 25.  We will send a copy of the regulation and the new KYAE-6 form to you that week.    Under the amended regulation, a student 16-18 years of age must be withdrawn from school for 90 days unless the superintendent grants a waiver of the 90 days to meet postsecondary enrollment deadline, a condition of employment, medical reasons, or family circumstances.  The regulation also recognizes the GED secondary program and permits student participants to take the GED.   Until August 26, examinees are under the old provisions.  Copies of the regulation, the new KYAE-6 form, and a summary of regulation will be posted on our website at:
