Demographic Form Changes


Please check demographic forms carefully in January and February to ensure the instructional program code is correctly entered.  By using 99 plus the four digit code there should be no open spaces in the six digit code.

You will need to print and have copies available.  There is a non-refundable processing fee of $5 for each request.   The cost of a transcript remains $5, but the cost of a replacement diploma has increased to $25.

OPT Scores


A review of all GED test scores in November showed 656 tests with scores below 400.  With the help of test centers, we contacted the learning centers and asked providers to supply the OPT scores.  From this analysis, it is obvious a 410 will not result in a passing GED score.  This is particularly true in Math and LAW.   We will discuss this issue in the next News to Use which goes to all providers.  Thanks for your assistance.
