Using the Baldrige model, participants examine their organizational performance in seven areas - leadership; strategic planning; student, stakeholder and market focus; measurement, analysis and knowledge management; faculty and staff focus; process management; and results.

Audits continue
KYAE has contracted with a private firm, Harding, Shymanski and Company of Louisville, to audit 50 county adult education programs by June 15, 2004. Last fiscal year, 25 programs were audited. The audits are a single-year comprehensive review of financial, student and program records. Auditors are also comparing electronic data submitted to KYAE with records onsite.
KYAE’s goal is to audit all programs over a five-year period. Programs are randomly selected; therefore, adult education program directors should remember that all records should be current and complete and ready for an audit at any time.

KYAE has been informed that the Education Pays logo is no longer in use by state government. You should use current printed materials that contain the Education Pays logo; however, when materials are reprinted or new materials created, the logo should not be used.
DAEL-3 no longer required
Adult education programs are no longer required to submit the DAEL-3 form to KYAE. The average daily attendance form is a good tool for local use but is not a KYAE requirement.
