Amazon. Com Project


On May 3, Amazon.com presented Governor Ernie Fletcher a check for $100,000 to support test reimbursement in a 20 county area surrounding the Amazon facility in Campbellsville, Kentucky.   Amazon requires a high school diploma or GED for employment for permanent and temporary employees.  To increase the available pool of potential employees, Amazon will reimburse successful GED graduates up to the $40 test fee whether the graduate seeks employment with Amazon or not.  The graduate will receive the reimbursement and a $25 Amazon gift card at the Office of Employment and Training in their community.   The counties included in this project are served by 7 existing test centers.
