Social Security Number Change:

· If a student does not have a social security number, bubble jurisdiction instead of SSN.
· If you are a KYAE funded program, bubble the same number you used for AERIN enrollment so the GED scores will download and match.  
· If you are not a KYAE funded program, bubble KY5, county code of residence (3 digits), birth month and day.  Example, KY5, 030, 0417.      
New Questions:  Questions 32-40 are state specific questions.  Examinees should bubble YES or NO on the demographic form.
