If there are other records in your county, please provide the location, test center name, and contact name and number.  


Record requests are time sensitive.  Please respond within five days when you receive a record request from the GED office.

GEDTS will begin shipping 2006 orders November 28.  You will receive an e-mail announcement.  GED state office will receive tracking information.  If you do not receive materials within ----days after shipment notify GEDTS and state office.
