Instructional Center Code


Some adult education programs are still not ensuring their instructional program code (99+four digit program code) is correctly entered on the demographic form.  Please double check the code.  I received a printout for February and know several are still not entering the code correctly.  

CY 2004 GED Statistics


You should have received a copy of the Kentucky Annual Statistical Report and the individual report for your test center.  Attached is a compilation of the total tested, number completing the battery, GEDs awarded, and passing rates by test center.  The first chart is alphabetically, the second chart is by size, and the third chart is by passing rate.   We would like to increase the overall state-passing rate.  We would suggest sharing the passing rate for the test center with your adult learning centers.  Those with passing rates below the average state-passing rate need to pay closer attention to test readiness. 

Assigning Addendum Site Numbers 


Beginning July 1, our office will assign addendum numbers for each location if you have not already requested.  This will enable us to track statistics by individual locations as well as combine related groups, e.g., local jails.  

ID for Correctional Setting

State Prisons:  The state prisons issue photo ID for all inmates.  GED Examiners in state prisons should require all examinees to show photo ID each time examinees enter the test room.

County Jails:  If the institution issues photo ID for inmates, please have the examinees show photo ID each time they enter the test room.  If the jail does not issue photo ID, have the jailer or educational director verify in writing that these candidates have been properly identified before entering the test room.  Attached is a sample identification verification form developed by Carol Kirves at Hopkinsville Community College.  The examinees should sign in each time they enter the test room.

All other examinees should present government-issued photo ID each time the examinees enter the test room.  If you test at a treatment facility or youth camp that is not presently providing you with government-issued photo ID, please contact our office so we can work with the facility to have them provide proper ID at each test session.   

Repeating Test Forms


Since forms IA, IB, and IC are being used in 2005, you must check the test history to ensure you do not repeat forms.  If the examinee tested in 2002, first give any unused form.  If the examinee took all three forms, repeat the form first administered.
