APRIL 2005 GED Update

No Show Survey


Please track the number of no-shows since the resumption of test fees on January 1, 2005.  We have your survey from July to December 2004.  We need to compare the first six months of the year to see if paying the test fee has made a difference in the no-show rate. 

Examinee Lists


Since free testing is over, our office no longer needs copies of examinee lists.  Send the examinee list to Oklahoma and keep a copy for your files.  Do not send a copy to our office. 

Instruction Program Code


The examiner must check Page 8 of the demographic form.  In particular, make sure the instruction program code is complete with 99 + assigned four digit program code.  A review of the first three months of 2005, shows inaccuracies in instruction program code entry.  In order to analyze GED data and provide information to improve instruction at the program level, this code must be correctly entered.  

Status Code on Batch Tracking


If the status code on a batch at Oklahoma is shown as Unknown, this means the batch has been received but not scored.  If the code is shown as Waiting, the multiple choice has been scored and the batch is waiting on the essays to be scored. 

GED Regulation


The Council on Postsecondary Education approved the amended GED eligibility regulation at the March 21 meeting.  The changes in the regulation recognize the GED Secondary Program and create a 90-day wait period for students 16-19 years of age.   Students at least sixteen but not yet 19 still have to show proof of withdrawal from school and be withdrawn for at least 90 days.  The wait period aligns with KRS 159.010 requiring school districts to contact withdrawn students within three months to encourage reenrollment, an alternative program, or participation in a GED preparation program.  

Accommodation Forms


In a separate e-mail we will send the new GEDTS accommodation forms.  There are four forms to replace the SA-001 and the L-15.  The new forms are ADHA, Emotional/Mental Health, Learning and Other Cognitive Disabilities, Physical/Chronic Health Disability.   We will alert adult education providers who often act as advocates for students.  Any existing approved accommodations on the old forms are still good.  Please begin issuing the new forms immediately.  


In order to expedite accommodations, we will accept accommodation requests with proper documentation before the student takes the OPT.  We will not sign the accommodation request until the student has passed the OPT.  Please remind adult educators one of the most compelling pieces of supporting documentation is the OPT with and without accommodations.  Secondly, a student should be recognized as having a disability before they take the GED.  Accommodations are meant to be a leveler allowing the student to demonstrate their level of knowledge.  Accommodations are not designed to give the student an advantage, e.g., someone who can’t pass Math being given extra time.

Examiner’s Conference


Registration will begin on Monday evening, October 3.  Sessions will begin at 8:30 and conclude by 4:00.  Breakfast and lunch will be provided.  This is a mandatory conference for examiners.  

GED Statistics Calendar Year 2004


We received a corrected copy of the CY 2004 statistics from the scoring center.  The statewide numbers dropped by one.  Not every program changed, most changed by only one number.  We do not plan to mail to every test center since the changes are so minor.  If you need a corrected copy, please let us know.
